Course Description 
This online course incorporates the content and pedagogy for teachers to implement the Investigations in Number, Data and Space® K-5 curriculum successfully in their classrooms. Each session explores the mathematics, children’s reasoning and understanding, the Common Core State Standards and Math Practices (CCSS), and teacher practice that lead to mathematics learning. The mathematics of the course covers operations with whole numbers, fractions, 2D geometry, and algebraic reasoning through the grades. Participants will have the opportunity to assess students’ understanding by examining student work, watching classroom videos that illustrate student thinking, pedagogy, and assessment, and reading articles, cases, dialog boxes and teacher notes about teaching and learning mathematics to the range of learners in the classroom. The course’s approach stresses teachers’ mathematical learning and focuses on their roles in classrooms: listener, learner, mathematical leader, decision maker, researcher, and facilitator of learning.
Course Requirements 
In addition to completing the course readings and activities, participants are required to submit a the following to the course facilitator via email:

1. Documentation of their active participation in the online course discussion

2. An evaluation of their learning.

	Participate Actively in Online Course
Participants will complete all required course activities and readings.

Participants will post in the discussion board in all sessions. Participants are expected to allow a minimum of two hours per week for the online discussion.
Weekly postings are due each week before the start of the next session; participants are evaluated on the timeliness and content of postings.

· Contribute to collaborative course environment and advance the overall group discussion

· Display proficiency with using asynchronous discussion tools in the following areas:

· logging on to the discussion

· posting new messages

· responding to postings
	· Copies of 8 message postings, annotated with information about the relevance of the postings to starting and/or expanding course discussion, and their relation to course readings and activities

· Should include at least one example of a reply and one example of starting a new thread

	Evaluate Learning

(Self-Assessment)
Participants will submit a 5-page-minimum self-assessment of their participation and learning in the course. The self-assessment will include reflective responses to the following questions:

1. What are a few of the main ideas about teaching and learning mathematics that you will take away from this course?

2. What will you change about your teaching as a result of what you learned and experienced in this course? Why will you make these changes?

3. How will you implement the CCSS in your classroom?

4. What were your greatest challenges and successes as a learner in this online course?
	· Demonstrate an understanding of the key ideas and challenges of teaching and learning mathematics, of the Common Core, of the readings and session topics, and of online learning.
	· 5-page-minimum reflection/self-assessment on teaching and learning mathematics in the online course. Will include responses to the reflective questions at left.


Grading: 
Participants must post to the discussion board at least three times each week, and those posts must meet guidelines for posting (i.e., substantive, not simply “liked it”, etc.)
50%: weekly participation through postings on assignments, readings, and video with product submitted to facilitator as detailed above.

50%: paper submitted to facilitator as detailed above
